Farmers win prizes at Lamma
Tom Hammond from Fiskerton near Southwell in Nottinghamshire was one of the lucky winners in the Sipcam Umostart Super Zn competition, presented at Lamma by James Ward of Sipcam UK.

The draw was open to potato growers at the British Potato event in Harrogate in November. The 10 lucky winners will each receive 200 kgs of Umostart Super Zn microgranular fertiliser, sufficient for 5 ha’s (approx 12.5 acres) of potatoes.

Umostart Super Zn enables farmers to place small physical quantities of fertiliser exactly where they will be of greatest benefit to the crop. It is used by progressive maize and OSR growers in the UK but is relatively new to potato producers. Based on an ammonium N:P ratio of 1:5, analysis 11N:50P:0K plus 1 zinc, the fine, uniform granules can be used effectively at low rates and are formulated for application with the seed, providing an optimum early supply of nutrients.

Tom and his father Peter are looking forward to trying Umostart Super Zn on their potato acreage.
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
